NEW VISION

Jesus proclaimed that he came into the world to
make the sightless see and the seeing blind.

With the light of faith, we
have a new way of looking at things, and we are
called to bring that new vision to the world around us.

Treasures from our Tradition

If there is such a thing as a Catholic "trademark"
it is the sign of the cross, first traced on the senses of
catechumens as they begin the journey to baptism, or
on the forehead of an infant who is brought to the
doors of the church at baptism.

As early as the third century, Christians were
tracing the sign of the cross on their bodies. At first,
the cross was traced on the forehead during times of
prayer and daily occupations. We use a similar small
cross today as we trace the cross over on the forehead,
lips, and heart at the Gospel during Mass. Much later,
the full-body sign traced from forehead to heart to
shoulders took shape, perhaps copying the priest's
gesture of blessing with the consecrated host during
Mass. Today, this superb baptismal gift is a sign of
belonging to Christ and the community, a way of fo-
cusing our attention, of asking for God's blessing, of
tracing on our shoulders a willingness to find meaning
in life's burdens. In the sign of the cross, we have an
ever-available means of expressing gratitude for our
baptiSm.--Rev. James Field, Copyright (c) J. S. Paluch Co.

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This is the third of a four part series explaining the Funeral Guidelines we have at St. Justin Martyr Parish. These follow our
Catholic guidelines and will provide a brief summary of the funeral rites, the symbolic elements used, and some practicalities. These
have been prepared by Jo Ann Davis, Parish Coordinator and Fr. Bill Cao, and approved by Fr. Joseph Robillard, Pastor. We also
have a team of volunteers who assist with our Bereavement Ministry.

Part II1, Symbolic Elements

Paschal (Easter) Candle:

The paschal candle is first lit at the Easter Vigil, and burns near the casket or urn during the funeral Mass. The candle represents
the Light of the Risen Christ, who has overcome darkness and death by His resurrection.

Holy Water:

Holy water reminds us of the saving waters of baptism. At the reception of the body, the priest sprinkles the casket or urn with
holy water. Its use calls to mind the deceased’s baptism and initiation into the community of faith. In the rite of Final Commen-

dation, it may also signify farewell.
Incense:

Blessing the casket or urn with incense during the funeral liturgy is a sign of honor to the deceased, which through baptism be-
came the temple of the Holy Spirit. The rising of the incense smoke is a symbol of our prayers and a sign of farewell of our de-

parted one rising to God.
Funeral Pall:

The funeral pall (a large white cloth) reminds us of the garment given at baptism and therefore symbolizes our life in Christ and
that we are all equal in the eyes of God. At the reception of the body, the pall is draped over the casket following the blessing
with holy water. Family members are encouraged to take part in the placing of the pall, as well as placing a family crucifix,

rosary, or a bible on the pall.
Ossuary:

While a white pall is not used in a funeral liturgy with the cremated remains, an ossuary may be used to hold the urn. Itisa
hand-crafted chest, which offers the ideal receptacle for an urn, and stands in a place of honor near the altar. Like the pragmatic
usage of the pall, an ossuary avoids any distinction between urns and containers, and assures that the rich and the poor are given

their rightful dignity during the funeral liturgy.

La fe también nos hace respetar mas la naturaleza,
al revelarnos el amor de Dios. La fe nos invita a buscar modelos de desarro-
1lo que no se basen solo en la utilidad y el provecho. Nos ensefia a identifi-
car formas de gobierno justas, reconociendo que la autoridad viene de Dios.

La fe afirma también la posibilidad del perdén; la unidad es superior al
conflicto. Cuando la fe se apaga, los fundamentos de la vida se debilitan. La
fe ilumina la vida en sociedad, poniendo todos los acontecimientos en rela-
cién con el origen y destino de todo en el Padre que nos ama, los ilumina
con una luz creativa en cada nuevo momento de la historia.

Hoy recordamos el nacimiento de uno de nuestros
propios héroes: César Estrada Chavez, quien nacid en
Arizona en 1927 y falleci6 en Los Angeles, California en
1993. El racismo y la injusticia de su tiempo, obligaron a
¢l y su familia a salir de su natal Arizona, pues sus padres
perdieron sus tierras a causa de unos malhechores. En
1938 el destino lo llevo a Los Angeles, al barrio "Sal, si
puedes".

Con la ayuda de Dolores Huerta y otras personas, en
1962 fund6 el movimiento sindical de campesinos que
daria a luz a United Farm Workers para protestar por las
injusticias que nuestro pueblo suftria en los viiiedos, situa-
cidén que bien puede describirse como barbarie. Muchos
se unieron a la "huelga" y al boicoteo de uvas bajo la
bandera roja del dguila azteca y el estandarte de Guada-
lupe. De esta manera, con simbolos de nuestro origen
indigena y religioso, César nos ensefi6 que "Si se puede"
salir adelante.

En dos ocasiones, en 1972 y en 1988 respecti-
vamente, debido a que algunos compaiieros del
movimiento querian incurrir en la violencia para salir
adelante, César hizo un ayuno de 24 y 36 dias respecti-
vamente. De esta manera exhort6 una vez mas a todo el
movimiento de que s6lo mediante el trabajo, la fe y el

sacrificio se pueden lograr las cosas. jSi se puede! -Fray
