Treasures from our Tradition

Ordinary Time beckons, and so on this Sunday we sur-
render the last glimmers of paschal joy as we celebrate the
renewal of our life around the table of the Eucharist. This
feast reminds us that the goal of the catechumen's journey
through Lent is not the baptismal font at Easter, but rather
the experience of Pentecost. It is all about life lived in the
Spirit's embrace in relationship to the Body of Christ, which
is found both "on the table" and "at the table."

The season of confirmation is also drawing to a close,
and this feast serves as a reminder that this sacrament, a sol-
emn sending from font to table, is keyed to renewed vigor.
Confirmation has sometimes been sadly misunderstood as a
kind of graduation from religious formation, but it is nothing
of the sort. It is about being led by the Lord Jesus to the
place where the Spirit flourishes, and where the gifts of the
Spirit are most easily detectable. After next week we will
resume our consideration of the sacrament of confirmation,
its rich and somewhat tangled history, its challenging theol-

1 Corintios 10:16-17

La comida de los altares paganos vinculaba a los participantes con los seres
transcendentes, o los dioses, invocados en el culto. Los judios expresaban su
comunion y pertenencia a Yahvé participando de la comida del altar. Del mis-
mo modo, los cristianos, al compartir el pan y el vino, entran en comunién con
Cristo y se convierten en un solo cuerpo. Y es por eso que se da la advertencia
de no comer de los sacrificios de los altares paganos: la union es con Cristo, no
con los dioses.

Juan 6:51-58

La dimension eucaristica del pasaje esta clara. Aqui se habla de comer y beber,
de carne y sangre, y de habitar, permanecer. Hay también referencias al sacrifi-
cio redentor. Hay, por lo tanto, referencias a la multiplicacion de los panes. La
Eucaristia es el pan de vida, y lleva consigo la promesa de vivir para siempre.
El camino o condicion para tal vida eterna es comer de este pan. Se recuerda,
por otra parte, el mana y se asegura que, lo que tenemos aqui es el pan del cie-
lo: no como el que comieron sus padres y murieron. Este pan da vida para
siempre.

Nuestra cultura
El pan es un simbolo muy sagrado para los hispanos. El pan siempre se
bendice y nunca se tira a la basura. Si sobra pan en una casa y se endurece, se
utiliza para pan rallado, pudin de pan o sopa. Es siempre un recuerdo de la vida
y la abundancia de Dios.

Reflexiones para la homilia

Para quienes han caminado por el desierto, la imagen
de un buen pan puede ser enormemente significativa. Mu-
chos inmigrantes, hermanos nuestros, o quiza nosotros mis-
mos, podrian hablar de esta experiencia de hambre, de no
ver el final, de anhelar una mano amiga que ofrezca un poco
de pan y de agua. “No podemos caminar con hambre bajo el
sol”, cantamos en nuestras Iglesias a veces. Podemos imagi-
narnos facilmente lo que tuvo que pasar el pueblo de Israel
por el desierto.

Tomamos pan, también, en todas nuestras celebracio-
nes, ya sea en forma de pan dulce o de tortilla.... El pan es
vida fisica para nosotros, y también es vida espiritual, puesto
que lo comemos en comunidad, junto con familiares y ami-
gos. El pan es simbolo de bondad. Decimos que hay perso-
nas que son “mas buenas que el pan”; o, como dicen los
cubanos, “un pan con o0jos”. No se puede vivir sin ese pan
que es alimento y que es comunidad, union, bondad. Simbo-
lo de nuestro trabajo y esfuerzo y de todo lo que es bello en
nuestra vida. No se puede vivir sin pan.

Como no se puede vivir en un mundo en que las perso-
nas no se sientan a comer juntas. No hay nada mas humano
y familiar que comer con otros. Lo hacemos para celebrar y
para llorar juntos, para compartir y para abrir nuestro hogar
y nuestro corazon a otros. No hay fiesta sin comida. Junto
con la comida, nos compartimos a nosotros mismos: nues-
tras penas y alegrias, nuestros dolores y triunfos, lo que nos
preocupa. Nos sentamos con las personas a quienes ama-
mos. Eso es nuestro verdadero pan.

Jestis mismo eligié también el pan como signo de su
entrega total a nosotros. Al hacerlo, parte y reparte todo lo
que es. No da solamente lo que tiene, sino lo que es: su pro-
pio cuerpo y sangre. Se nos da de la manera mas total y
completa, con una generosidad extravagante.

El recibir a Jesus de esta manera nos obliga a una res-
puesta. Compartimos nuestro pan a nuestra mesa, pero tam-
bién estamos llamados e invitados a compartir toda nuestra
vida, nuestro cuerpo y nuestro sacrificio por servir a los
demas.

Decia el P. Arrupe, que fuera superior de la Compaiiia
de Jesus, que si celebramos la Eucaristia sabiendo que hay
hambre en algun lugar del mundo, nuestra celebracion no es
completa. Hay hambre en el mundo. Todavia hay hermanos
y hermanas nuestros cruzando muchos desiertos por todo el
mundo: desiertos fisicos, donde no hay pan ni agua, y de-
siertos espirituales, donde hay una gran soledad y aislamien-
to. (Como aliviar esas hambres? Siendo, como Jests, pan
para todos. Lo cual quiere decir no solo dar pan (que es en si
muy importante) sino convertirnos en pan para el mundo, a
imitacion de la entrega de Cristo.

Ser pan para otros es extender la bondad y la belleza a
quienes estan a nuestro alrededor. Es también solidarizarnos
con quienes estan lejos, en acciones de movimientos o gru-
pos, o de cuerpos eclesiales, como Catholic Relief Services,
y aportando nuestra ayuda y oracion. Ser pan para otros
puede querer decir sacrificar nuestros propios intereses o
gustos a las necesidades y el bien para otras personas. Supo-
ne reflejar esa entrega total de Cristo en cada momento de
nuestras vidas.
