Treasures from our Tradition

Just two years ago, we engaged in one of the core activi-
ties of our democratic system:; a presidential election. Actually,
the institution of election can be traced to traditions in the
Church, and although bishops are no longer chosen in this
way, abbots and abbesses (heads of monastic communities)
have almost always been elected by full voting members of
their communities. The lifetime appointment begins when the
monks or nuns are gathered in "chapter" at the death or resig-
nation of the abbot, and fortunately for all involved, campaign-
ing is not allowed! The members of the community discern,
with prayer to the Holy Spirit, who among them is the best
suited for leadership. Once chosen, the new leader requests the
blessing of the local bishop, who usually presides at a ceremo-
ny of consecration or investiture. The ballots are always secret,
and a simple majority must be achieved.

In our American system the Electoral College is the deter-
mining voice in the presidential election, not the popular elec-
tion on a November Tuesday, just as the monastic chapter is
the electorate. Today, most religious orders elect general supe-
riors in "chapter" by delegates of the professed members, and
usually for a term of six years. A few, like the Jesuits, elect for
life. At least we don't have that weight on our shoulders when

we choose a president. Four years at a time will do! -rev. james

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REFLEXIONES SOBRE LA PALABRA
1 de noviembre. Solemnidad de Todos los Santos
El pueblo adoptado de Dios
1 Juan 3:1-3 Antes de pasar a hablar de la justicia, Juan trata el tema
de la adopcion. La adopcion en tiempos de Jesus se hacia por diversas
razones: una era para proteger a los débiles y a los huérfanos y la otra
para continuar el trabajo familiar. Las dos sirven para considerar la
adopcién como hijos de Dios. Juan promete una vida eterna de intim-
idad con el Padre, como alternativa a una vida sin ley ni legitimidad.

Nuestra cultura: El convencimiento de que Dios cambiara el su-
frimiento por alegria y que, en el fondo, los mas afortunados son los
que parecen sufrir en este mundo, se refleja muchas veces en la cultura
popular, por medio de peliculas y series, en las que al final triunfa el
bien (a menudo encarnado en la persona que sufre).

REFLEXIONES PARA LA HOMILIA

¢Qué es para usted la felicidad? Si preguntaramos, muchos nos
dirian que la felicidad es estar con la familia y los seres queridos. Para
otros, la felicidad parece encontrarse en comprar cosas, Vivir en casas
mejores; y otros dirdn que esta en la fama y el prestigio. El problema es
que muchas veces lo que parece felicidad es mas bien un espejismo.

Hoy Jesus habla de la felicidad como una gran marcha colectiva
hacia Dios. En ese caminar de todos los pueblos, razas y naciones ha
habido, hay y habra siempre dificultades, sufrimientos, dolores, perse-
cuciones; pero, la vision final de alcanzar el hogar definitivo es una
vision de felicidad plena y absoluta.

Para la reflexion: ¢Qué piensa usted que le daria la felicidad? ¢De
qué modos la busca? ¢Le parecen demasiado dificiles las palabras de
Jesus?

Conmemoracion de Todos los Fieles Difuntos
Somos juzgados por nuestras acciones

Sabiduria 3:1-9 Este es el primer texto de la Biblia donde se habla
del sufrimiento de los justos, sin que sea un castigo divino o una
retribucién por algo malo que han hecho. El sufrimiento, segun el Libro
de la Sabiduria, es una prueba para la purificacion de la fe del creyente.
Al morir, el justo llega a un lugar de beatitud con Dios.

Nuestra cultura: Hay quienes piensan que hay algo morboso en la
celebracion hispana del Dia de los Muertos. Otros piensan que es algo
meramente folclérico; sin embargo, esta tiene grandes resonancias cris-
tianas por la fe en la resurreccion y en una vida que no termina.

Reflexiones para la homilia

Pensar en los difuntos nos lleva a sentirnos en comunién con todos
los que nos han precedido. Ellos hicieron posible que seamos lo que
hoy somos; sin ellos, no habriamos llegado aqui. Gracias a ellos nuestro
pueblo y nuestra familia existen. Gracias a su trabajo, a su amor, a su
esfuerzo pudimos crecer, madurar y multiplicar esta vida que nos regal-
aron. Hoy nos sentimos en comunion con ese rio de vida maravilloso,
que es el testimonio de como Dios mantiene la creacion y nos sigue
dando vida.

Deuteronomio 6:2-6 La exhortacién comienza y termina con la

llamada a escuchar. El Sefior, nuestro Dios, se debe entender como la
unidad de Dios que no se divide en deidades locales, como en otras
culturas. El amar a Dios con todas las fuerzas lo incluye todo; es decir,
hay que dirigir todo lo que se tiene a Dios. Jesus dijo mas tarde que
estos son los mandamientos mas importantes en el Antiguo Testamento.
Estas palabras se deben guardar en el corazon, memorizar y ensefiar a
los hijos. También se deben escribir. La tierra debe quedar llena de las
palabras del Sefior.

Hebreos 7:23-28 El tema de la superioridad del sacerdocio de Cristo
se desarrolla en cuatro puntos. En el primero se dice que el sacerdocio
de Cristo es el Unico garantizado por Dios. En el segundo punto se
habla de la alianza y se indica que la alianza de Cristo es superior a la
anterior. La permanencia de Cristo en el cielo asegura la salvacion para
los creyentes. En el tercer punto se enumeran las caracteristicas del
sumo sacerdote: JesUs es santo, inocente, sin mancha, separado de los
pecadores; no tuvo que ofrecer sacrificios por sus propios pecados; no
tuvo que ofrecer sacrificios de animales, sino que se ofrecid si mismo.
El cuarto punto sefiala que Dios no nombré para el sumo sacerdocio a
hombres fragiles, sino a su hijo, perfeccionado por la experiencia del
dolor.

Marcos 12:28B-34 JesUs no trata de priorizar entre los 630 man-
damientos que habian elaborado los fariseos y los letrados. Vuelve, mas
bien, al nivel fundamental de la Shema, la oracion diaria de los judios.
Ningun mandamiento es mas importante que amar a Dios con todo tu
corazon, con toda tu alma, con toda tu mente y con todas tus fuerzas, y
amar a tu préjimo como a ti mismo. El escriba afirma lo que ha dicho
JesUs; y Jesus le asegura que no esta lejos del reino de Dios.

Nuestra cultura: Para los hispanos, la atencion a la persona suele ser
lo méas importante. En ese sentido, la comunidad parece estar muy en
sintonia con el mandamiento de amar al prdjimo.

Reflexiones para la homilia

A menudo queremos hacer las cosas bien y nos preguntamos qué
es lo correcto. Necesitamos sentir que andamos por buen camino. A
veces, como necesitamos claridad, buscamos reglas para guiar nuestras
vidas; pero, ¢qué es lo mas importante? Quizas conocemos a gente muy
religiosa, que al mismo tiempo es malvada, a quienes les importa mu-
cho el ritual, pero no el vecino. Algo nos dice que esa falta de sincer-
idad no puede ser buena.

Los israelitas tenian muchisimas normas y reglas; algunas de ellas
eran bien detalladas. A veces era incluso dificil recordarlas todas. Jesus
lo resume todo en algo facil de recordar, aunque no sea tan fécil de
practicar: amar. Cuando las personas aman, no se preocupan mucho de
las normas, ya que, instintivamente, no van a hacer nada que hiera o
haga dafio al ser amado. Van a tratar de darle gusto a quien aman en
todo, sin la necesidad de reglas; y esto es lo que pide Dios. Amar “con
toda tu alma y con todas tus fuerzas” implica no solamente el corazén y
el espiritu, sino todo lo que se tiene. Tendriamos que preguntarnos qué
fuerzas o qué energias tenemos y luego ver si tales energias, recursos y
fuerzas van orientadas a la mision de Dios, que es ser la buena noticia
de salvacion y de justicia para todos.

Cada paso que se da en esta vida, con ese amor, estara orientado a
Dios. ;Qué le agrada a Dios? ¢ Qué le da gloria? Que sus hijos se traten
como hermanos y hermanas; que se respete la dignidad y el derecho de
todos; que haya paz y concordia en las familias; que para cada persona
sea mas importante el bien de los demas que el propio; que la verdad y
la justicia reinen. No hace falta esperar grandes momentos para esto. El
orientar la vida diaria hacia Dios ocurre en cada minuto y en cada
detalle.

Para la reflexion : ¢;Amo a Dios, sobre todas las cosas, con todo mi
corazon, con toda mi alma, con toda mi mente y con todas mis fuerzas?
¢Amo al préjimo como a mi mismo?
