Echoing Mary’s decision

The angel Gabriel today confronts Mary with a mys-
tery. The mystery of salvation in Christ is not a mystery
that is solved, but a reality beyond our comprehension
that we must choose to enter into. In the liturgy of the
Eastern Church, everyone waits to see if Mary will enter
into the mystery: God waits, Adam and Eve and all the
souls of the dead who long for paradise wait, angels wait
for new heavenly companions. And there is much rejoic-
ing when her decision is "yes."

We have less dramatic choices offered to us, but the
mystery of our salvation in Christ is by no means
"solved." We may understand it a bit better due to Mary's
"yes." We may be a bit closer to it through the passion,
death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ. But it still remains
a mystery to which we all must give our own "yes." Soon
we will be singing "O come, let us adore him." May our
Advent prayer, our echo of Mary's "yes," continue then,
so we may enter into the mystery of our salvation in Jesus
Christ, God among us.

Treasures from our Tradition

By the year 800, when anointing was defined as the
proper office of priests, very complicated rituals began to
take shape. Perhaps this was to reassure the laity, who
had memories of an earlier practice, that the new way was
not only better, but impossible for a layperson to conduct.
Blessings and sprinkling of holy water, the singing of as
many as seven psalms, penance, anointing of all the
senses, viaticum, all capped off by the clothing of the sick
person in penitential garments, were part of the rite. This
proved unwieldy, and creative spirits got to work. By the
1500s people made distinctions between visiting the sick,
anointing, and viaticum.

The attempt of the Church to be faithful to the image
of a healing Christ has some complicated history, includ-
ing centuries when the celebration was rare. Most sick
people had no access to the rites at all; only monastics or
the well-off had much hope of this care. Today, those
unhappy days are long behind us, and the care of the sick
is an essential task in every parish's life. As Christmas
approaches almost everyone comes in contact with some-
one who is a candidate for pastoral care. You live out the
best of our tradition when you arrange for a sick person to
receive Holy Communion or the sacrament of the sick
and the consolation of regular contact with the faith com-
munity.

A lector’s proclamation of the Word of God can evoke faith in
others by demonstrating one’s own faith. Lectors publicly read
Scripture and proclaim the Word at Sunday and weekday Masses and
other liturgies. More men and women are needed to become a part
of this ministry at St. Justin, which is truly a service to the Church.

If you are interested, please fill out a discernment form available
online (go to saintjustin.org > Ministries > Worship > Lectors) and
in the Parish Office. You may choose the Mass times at which you
would be willing to serve. Lectors must have received the sacra-
ments of Eucharist and Confirmation, and if married, be married in
the Catholic Church. Fr. Ven Amidar will be reviewing the forms
received and speaking to those who are interested. Training will be
provided in January-February.

Postage Stamps Needed

There must be a
1/4” margin around the stamp to help with ease of removal and
maintaining stamp value. If it is on a postcard, please leave the post-
card intact (sometimes the postcards have more value than the
stamp.) Please put cancelled stamps in an envelope for Deacon Ray
and drop them in the collection basket or the Parish Office.

Reflexiones sobre la Palabra, Vivir en Dios plenamente
2 Samuel 7:1-5, 8, 14-16 Este es un texto fundamental para el comienzo y el desarro-
1lo de la Teologia de la alianza de las tribus de Israel. El oraculo de Natan contiene una
promesa incondicional y eterna a la dinastia de David. La teologia del segundo libro de
Samuel tiene implicaciones politicas, ya que legitima el poder de la dinastia y los intereses
del estado davidico para mantenerse en el poder.
Romanos 16:25-27 El evangelio de Pablo es evidentemente el mensaje de la gracia.
Por eso paso a ser conocido en la iglesia primitiva como ministro del evangelio de la
gracia de Dios.
Lucas 1:39-45 Es de nuevo la lectura de la visitacion de Maria a Isabel del 12 de
Diciembre.
Nuestra cultura: Escuchamos mejor las voces de aquéllos a quienes, expresamente o
implicitamente, hemos concedido autoridad moral. En nuestra cultura, tales personas
suelen ser los maestros o los sacerdotes y religiosas. Rara vez son los politicos. La
autoridad esté en la verdad del mensaje.

Reflexiones para la homilia

Estar en control de las cosas puede ser un gran sentimiento, pero a menudo no es
muy posible completamente. Hay cosas que se nos escapan. Muchos de nosotros qui-
siéramos estar en control de todo o casi todo. Y en ese esfuerzo, quiza lleguemos a
convencernos intimamente, aunque no seamos conscientes, de que podemos incluso
controlar a Dios. Podemos “darle” cosas a Dios. Suavemente, Dios se encarga de re-
cordarnos quién es quién. “; T me vas a construir a mi una casa?” Es decir, ;vas a
estar a cargo de donde esta Dios, qué hace y qué le gusta? Dios nos recuerda que, si
algo tenemos, es entregado por Dios mismo. Y eso incluye el donde vive Dios y donde
vivimos nosotros. No se trata solamente del espacio exterior y fisico, sino de los espa-
cios internos. No podemos “construirle una casa a Dios”, sino permitir que El nos
construya y vivamos en El.

Maria es la casa perfecta para Dios. Pero Maria sabia muy bien que no era ella
quien estaba proporcionando la casa, sino el Sefior mismo quien venia a Ella. Es Maria
quien, al dar alojamiento a Dios, pasa a vivir en Dios plenamente.

Para la reflexion: ;De qué maneras sé cudando estoy viviendo en Dios? ;Trato de
controlar todo y me frustro si no puedo controlar algo?
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24 de Diciembre. Nochebuena
Celebrar en familia la llegada del Rey
Tito 2:11-14 La manifestacion de Dios no es sola-
mente para unos pocos. Es universal: alcanza a todos.
La gracia de Dios tiene un efecto transformador en
quien la recibe.
Lucas 2:1-14 El relato del nacimiento de Jesus tiene
cierto paralelismo con el de Juan. Pero la comparacion
entre ambos relatos pone de manifiesto la originalidad
del nacimiento de Jesus.

Nuestra cultura: El nacimiento de un niflo siempre es
motivo de gran alegria y celebracion. Es el don de la
vida y signo de bendicion de Dios.

Reflexiones para la homilia

Pasar del momento dulce y alegre del nacimiento
a la realidad del Sefiorio de Jesus sobre todas las cosas
no es algo que hagamos conscientemente en el dia de
Nochebuena. Hoy es dia de familia, de celebracion, de
comida y cantos. Y sin embargo, si esto fuera solamen-
te una noche pasaria sin mas. Y su importancia es mu-
cho mayor, por supuesto. Supone la entrada de Dios en
el mundo, su encontrarse con la historia humana y
transformarla para siempre. Supone nuestro reconoci-
miento y adhesion a tan gran rey.
